General teaching assistant support is
available in the Foundation Stage, Year 1
and Year 2. This support is primarily for
supporting the teacher in meeting the
needs of all children, including children that
might be considered SEN.

Other learning support staff have to be
deployed throughout the school to best
meet the needs of the pupils we have in
Wave 4 and then to provide Wave 3 and
Wave 2 booster support.

Wave 2 support and the more individual
Wave 3 support is time-bound so is
frequently reviewed and changed. It also
depends on the availability of staff. Itis
likely children will fluctuate between
Waves 2 and 3.
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The school can refer to other services.

Other professionals that might be involved
in assessing, inputting and reporting on a
child’s needs are: Speech and Language
Therapy, Occupational Therapy and CAMHS.

Through CYPES services the school also has
limited access to an Educational
Psychologist and some specialist Education
support services such as ASCIT and SEMH.

Depending on the outcome, these children
will usually have a learning passport/plan.
The reports will feed into the plan.

These children will be considered at least
Wave 2 for as long as necessary and will
receive support as per the pyramid system
